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CHIEF EXECUTIVE’S REVIEW

Dear Shareholders,

I am pleased to present the
results of your company for the
first quarter ended 30 September
2006. This quarter was marked
with the SBP continuing its
tightened monetary policy leading
to higher interest rates, however
good corporate results and
heightened economic activity
helped to boost overall economic
growth. 

Operational activities of your
company improved considerably
in the period under review leading
to after tax profit of Rs. 168.2
million this quarter (Q1FY06: 
Rs 109.4 million), an increase of
54% over the corresponding
quarter of last year.

In the ensuing paragraphs
operating performance of both
divisions is set out separately. 

STEEL DIVISION
Revenue of the steel division

in the quarter under review stood
at Rs. 322.2 million as compared
to Rs. 100.6 million in Q1FY06
with the gross profit margin
increasing from 16.5% to 24.3%
this quarter. This increase was
mainly due to a healthier order
book this quarter as against
Q1FY06. 

Pipe production at straight
tonnage for Q1FY07 was 5,235
tons as compared to 3,449 tons in
the same period last year. Coating
of 7,964 square meters of pipe
was carried out during the
Q1FY07 (Q1FY06: 3,650 square
meters) bringing the capacity
utilization to 53% as compared to
24% in the previous quarter. In
addition steel prices have also
some what stabilized which
augurs well for our industry. 

Operating expenses stood at
Rs. 34.2 million this quarter as
compared to Rs. 16.1 million in
the corresponding quarter of last
year mainly due to increased
operational activities and
placement expenses for the right
issue. Operating profit stood at
Rs. 157.7 million this quarter as
compared to 123.1 million
Q1FY06.

This quarter the market
witnessed volatility with the KSE
hundred index, starting at 9,989
points and closing at 10,512
points, a gain of only 5% on an
average basis. In this market with
careful switching we realized
capital gains of Rs 69.3 million
and dividend income of Rs 17.5
million. Active portfolio manage-
ment helped to maintain other
income at Rs 113.6 million as
against Rs 122.6 million in the
corresponding period last year. 



COTTON DIVISION
Sales revenue in the cotton

division increased substantially
from Rs. 137.4 million to 
Rs. 361.3 million in Q1FY07
mainly due to the second unit
coming online completely this
quarter. Gross profit margin
increased from 6.8% to 11.3%
mainly due to better yarn prices
and sell of our new product range
from Unit II at a premium due to
its quality. Financial charges in
the cotton division increased
substantially from Rs. 2.9 million
to Rs. 20.8 million in Q1FY07
mainly due to a long term loan
used to finance Unit II and
utilization of short term finance to
support increased operational
activity. Increase in interest rates
further aggravated the situation.

TOTAL PROFIT
The above mentioned factors

resulted in a net profit before tax
of Rs. 169.1 million this quarter
as compared to Rs.114.1 million
in Q1FY06, an increase of 
Rs. 55.0 million. After provision
for tax of Rs. 0.9 million
(Q1FY06: Rs. 4.7 million) the
total net profit after tax amounted
to Rs.168.2 million as against Rs.
109.4 million in the first quarter
of last year. Basic earning per
share increased from Rs. 3.10 in
Q1FY06 to Rs. 4.04 in QIFY07.

BALANCE SHEET
The company’s balance 

sheet continues to remain robust
reflecting good fundamentals
supported by strong capital
reserves. Debt to equity ratio
stands at 16:84 while the current
ratio is 2.5:1. Break up value 
of shares is Rs. 57 as at 30
September, 2006.

FUTURE OUTLOOK
The order book in the steel

division looks fairly healthy and
looking ahead we expect better
performance this year as
compared to last year. However
due to competition the margins
may be under pressure. We are
continuously taking measures to
improve our product range and
have recently enhanced our
coating facility where we can now
coat up to 56” pipe diameter with
three layer polyethylene as well as
fusion bonded epoxy. As a result
of this enhancement we expect to
get more coating orders in future.

Looking ahead at the cotton
scenario, we foresee further
decline in cotton prices. This may
in turn impact yarn prices a well
leading to a squeeze in margins
however the demand for our
product remains strong mainly
due to its good quality.

1. LEGAL STATUS AND OPERATIONS

1.1 The company was incorporated on 1 August 1983 as a public limited company under the provisions of
Companies Ordinance, 1984 and is quoted on all stock exchanges of Pakistan. It is one of the down stream
industries of Pakistan Steel Mills manufacturing large diameter spiral arc welded steel line pipes at
Nooriabad (District Jamshoro). The company has a coating facility capable of applying three layer high
density polyethylene coating on steel line pipes. The coating plant commenced commercial production
from 16 November 1992.

1.2 The company acquired a running spinning unit of 14,400 spindles (now 19,680 spindles) at Jaranwala
(District Faisalabad) on 30 June 2000 from Crescent Jute Products Limited (CJPL). Another spinning unit
CCP-II has been added with 25,344 spindles. The cotton spinning activity is carried out by the company
under the name and title of "Crescent Cotton Products a division of Crescent Steel and Allied Products
Limited" (the cotton division).

1.3 The activities of the company have been grouped into two segments of related products. The steel division
comprises manufacturing and coating of steel pipes whereas the cotton division is involved in yarn
manufacturing activity. The steel division charges certain percentage of the common administrative
expenditure to the cotton division. In addition, the funds utilized by inter division are charged at mark-up
rate of 1 months KIBOR + 2 percent per annum (30 June 2006: 9 percent per annum) subject to financial
charges incurred by the steel division.

2. STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

2.1 These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the International
Accounting Standard No. 34 ‘Interim Financial Reporting’ and are being submitted to the shareholders as
required under section 245 of the Companies Ordinance, 1984 and the listing regulations of the Stock
Exchanges of Pakistan.

The financial statements comprise of the balance sheet as at 30 September 2006 and the profit and loss
account, statements of changes in equity and cash flow statement for the first quarter ended 30 September
2006. 

The comparative balance sheet presented in these financial statements as at 30 June 2006 has been
extracted from the audited financial statements of the company for the year ended 30 June 2006, whereas
the comparative profit and loss account, statement of changes in equity and cash flow statement are stated
from the unaudited financial statements for the first quarter ended 30 September 2005.

2.2 The accounting convention, policies, estimates and judgements and functional and presentation currency
adopted in the preparation of these financial statements are the same as those applied in the preparation
of the financial statements of the company for the year ended 30 June 2006.

The mark-up rate
is 1 month KIBOR plus 1.5 percent (30 June 2006: 1 month KIBOR plus 1.5 percent) for running finance
facility and 1 month KIBOR plus 1.5 percent (30 June 2006: 1 month KIBOR plus 0.75 percent) for
demand finance facility.

The facility for opening letters of credit and guarantees as at 30 September 2006 amounted to Rs. 400
million (30 June 2006: Rs. 400 million).

The facility are secured against first pari passu hypothecation charge for Rs. 316.67 million over present
and future stocks and book debts and plant and machinery, pledge of shares of first class companies,
pledge of stocks of local cotton / cotton bales imported, man-made fibre and yarn with 15% margin and
lien over import documents.

5.3 Allied Bank Limited

The company has obtained short-term running finance facility interchangeable with demand finance -
money market transaction amounting to Rs. 350 million (30 June 2006: Rs. 350 million). The mark-up
rate for running finance facility is 3 months KIBOR on the last working day of the previous quarter plus
2 percent per annum (30 June 2006: 3 months KIBOR on the last working day of the previous quarter 
plus 1.5 percent per annum). Mark-up rate on demand finance - money market transaction is one month
KIBOR (Ask) plus 1.5 percent (30 June 2006: one month KIBOR (Ask) plus one percent). Mark-up is
payable on quarterly basis.

The company has obtained facility for opening letter of credit and guarantees as at 30 September 2006
amounting to Rs. 400 million (30 June 2006 : Rs. 400 million).

The running finance facility has been secured against first pari passu charge on the current assets with
existing charge holders with 25% margin on the facility amount.

The facility for letter of credit is secured against lien over import documents and accepted bills of 
exchange / trust receipt.

6. CONTINGENCIES AND COMMITMENTS

6.1 The Ministry of Labour, Manpower and Overseas Pakistani's Division (the Ministry) in response to 
an application for establishment of separate fund for cotton division under Clause 15 of the Scheme to 
the Companies Profit (Workers' Participation) Act, 1968 has granted the permission for the same. The
Ministry has, however, asked the company to deposit an amount of Rs. 47.85 million on account of
Workers Profits Participation Fund for the period between 1990 to 1997. This demand is being contested
by the company as there were no eligible workers. The management, based on the advice of its legal
consultants, is considering to file a constitutional petition in the High Court and based on legal 
opinion is confident of a favourable outcome. Thus, no provision has been made for the aforementioned
amount in these financial statements.

6.2 The company has filed a suit in the Sindh High Court against Federation of Pakistan and others, 
for levy of import licence fee at 6% against import of coating plant in 1992. The company contested 
that as per SRO 1317 (1)/94 dated 22 December 1990, being located in rural area, is only liable to 
pay 2 % of import licence fee. The company has provided bank guarantee of Rs. 3.42 million as 
directed by the Honourable Court. The petition was dismissed by High Court on a technical ground. 
The company has filed the application with Honourable Supreme Court to obtain leave for appeal. 
No provision has been made in the financial statements as management considers that the company 
would be able to file appeal before Honourable Supreme Court and expects a favourable outcome.



6.3 Sindh Industrial Trade Estate (SITE) has cancelled allotment of plot A-26 and A-27 and charged 
non-utilisation fees of Rs. 285,184 and Rs. 620,573 respectively. The company has challenged the
cancellation and filed a suit in Sindh High Court. The High Court has restrained the SITE from taking any
adverse action against the Company. Therefore, management considers that no provision is required.

6.4 The company filed a suit in the High Court of Sindh for recovery of retention money amounting to 
Rs. 3.27 million from Indus Steel Pipes Limited against supply of pipes. The High Court has decided the
case in the company's favour, and company is considering filing an execution petition for the recovery of
said amount.

6.5 Aggregate amount of guarantees given by the banks on behalf of the company in respect of the
performance of various contracts as at 30 September 2006 aggregated Rs. 307.50 million (30 June 2006:
Rs. 341.30 million).

6.6 Commitments under letters of credits as at 30 September 2006 amounted to Rs.234.7 million (30 June
2006: Rs.106.33 million).

6.7 Commitments in respect of capital expenditure contracted for as on 30 September 2006 is Rs.19.25
million (30 June 2006: Rs.39.60 million).
